6. REPORT FROM THE CLERK TO THE COUNCIL
The Clerk advised the Committee that the Public Meeting that was called by the Management and Finance Committee had been cancelled as any consultation made with the public had to be done by the 23rd May.
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The Clerk also advised of a letter received from Joanna Walker the Town Centre Manager regarding the Millennium Clock advising that designs will be forth coming for the town centre and will endeavour to incorporate a town centre clock into the designs.

The Clerk advised the Committee on behalf of the Environmental Officer that the Grounds Maintenance team will be spending some time on Levellings to improve its appearance and a green waste skip will be hired for this.

The Clerk advised of quotations received to fence off the whole of the park.

A general discussion took place.
Cllr. D. Dobbie requested to speak from the floor.

Cllr. D. Dobbie stated that there had been a site meeting after the Community Services meeting of 20th May and he had been present and understood that is had been agreed that the proposed dog walk extension would be on the Ropery Road side only. 

Cllr. P. Key confirmed that this was the case but questioned the need for a new footpath as he had also been present at the site meeting.
The Clerk advised that the site meeting was held after the last meeting of the Community Services Committee and the office had only been formally requested to obtain quotations for the original motion which was to fence off the whole of the park.
Cllr. T. Davies spoke against the fencing off of the whole of the park as he thought that the money involved could be spent wiser elsewhere.

RESOLVED on proposal by Cllr. R. Plastow, seconded by Cllr. P. Banyard to attain quotation to just fence off the Ropery Road side of the park, including a new footpath along the side of the Ropery Pub.

RECOMMENDATION to Full Council on proposal by Cllr. T. Davies, seconded by Cllr. P. Banyard to squash the previous motion and just focus on new quotation to just fence off one side of the park.

The Clerk and members of the Events Sub-Committee advised that after consultation with the town centre shops the majority would prefer a joint Christmas lights switch on with Marshall’s Yard.
