10. RECOMMENDATIONS OF COMMITTEE MEETINGS HELD IN DECEMBER
Management and Finance Committee

RECOMMENDATION TO FULL COUNCIL COMMITTEE MEETING on proposal by Cllr E.J Hadley, seconded by Cllr T. Davies that GAPA’s appeal for £15,000.00 be considered (previously circulated).
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A discussion took place about reducing the amount given to GAPA.

RESOLVED on proposal by Cllr S. Jupp, seconded by Cllr P. Banyard that £5,000 is ample enough and would be subject to the £33,000 allocated to staff being defined, clarification is received that the funding is kept in Gainsborough and the Council know the percentage of children from Gainsborough who are members. This will be discussed at the next Full Council Meeting subject to the information being obtained.
Cllr D. Dobbie asked the Clerk where in the Precept this money would come from. The Clerk advised it would come out of reserves.
Cllr D. Dobbie said that he was against this. 

Cllr R. Hesse-Phillipson abstained.

PRECEPT 2010/11


A discussion took place about the details of the Precept 2010/11 (previously attached).

Cllr T. Davies asked what the Precept would cost the public. The Clerk anticipated a £10-12 approximate increase a year on Band D properties. 

Cllr D. Dobbie stated that he was against the increase, suggesting that it should be capped at 5%.

Cllr D. Dobbie, seconded by Cllr P. Key asked for an amendment to taking over Roses and Marshalls subject to a full and proper report was carried out, an independent evaluation was made and the public were asked.

Mayor responded that as no resolution regarding the taking over of Roses and Marshalls was put before Full Council, no amendment could be put as there was no resolution to amend.

At the request of Cllr D. Dobbie a recorded vote in acceptance of the Precept was taken as follows:
