Cllr. R. Plastow, as the Health and Safety Champion, gave a report to Council advising that the offices weren’t suitable and could be classed as unsafe due to it being first floor offices without a fire escape and they aren’t DDA friendly.
Cllr. KD. Woolley expressed his opinion that it would be an asset to the town for the Council to buy the building.

Cllr. H. Clarke questioned Council if it was fair to buy a building that West Lindsey District Council had already bought with tax payer’s money. 
Cllr. D. Dobbie requested that the matter be moved back to Management and Finance Committee to discuss thoroughly and see the full plans of the building.
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The Clerk advised Council that it would be the officer’s recommendation to rent the offices and not buy, but all financial information need to be looked through before deciding which direction to go in.
