1. Question by Cllr P Key to Cllr. P Banyard, Chairman of the Council

I wish to find out what is going on with the proposed Dog Control Order that is I the Gainsborough Target, and around the Sir Hickman Bacon Memorial Park and other play areas under the Gainsborough Town Councils ownership or management, regarding the exclusion of dogs from land which they are banned.
Under the Dog Control Orders (Procedures) Regulations 2006 it states

Revocation of a Dog Control Order

Before Revoking a Dog Control Order it has made an Authority shall,

(a) consult upon its proposal to revoke the order by publishing a notice of that proposal in a local newspaper circulating in the area in which the land, in respect of which the order applies is situated.

(b) Consult every other authority having power under section 55 of the act to make a Dog Control Order in respect of all or part of the land in respect of which the order applies and
(c) Were all or part of the land in respect of which the order applies is access land consult

i. the access authority for that access land and

ii. the local access forum for that access land.

Could someone tell me what decision has been made, and by who’s authority was any decision made.

Reply by Cllr P Banyard, Chairman of the Council
