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Cllr. P. Key was advised that the Council now have a Law Enforcement Officer and was referred back to previous answers.

11. NOTICE OF MOTIONS

Councillor V. Hughes submitted the following motion: -

"Mr Mayor, I am pleased to see monies are to be spent on the Thorndyke Way roundabout to improve its look with flowers etc and to help with the competition being judged in July. Can I propose however that as Marshalls Yard's owner’s sponsorship ran out some time ago we decide whether we want to ask other businesses to tender for the advertising it provides on a very busy thoroughfare through the town and change the board accordingly. Councillors may even want to consider whether we need a slogan instead of sponsorship, and if the latter is preferred whether we should promote the idea of using such sponsorship on all entrance roads/roundabouts to the town with a view to providing a year round floral display to show the town is trying to encourage a bright future in these recessionary times, and enrich the day to day enjoyment of the town for both its residents and visitors. As we have only entered the competition this year, who knows we may lay the foundations for winning it in the near future!"
